Lock Your Bike. Always lock your
bik e frame and f rontw heeltothe
bike rackto preventtheft.

Malke Eye Contact. Don't assume
thatdrivers see you, especially
when e nteringorcrossing a
street. Make eye contact b efore
youcross, evenifitisyourturn.

Be Alert. If bikin gonthe street,
watch foropening c ar doors and
carsturning acrossyour path.

Be Visible. Ride w here cars can
seeyou. Wear brig htclothes, and
use lightsandre ectorsw henitis
dark outside.

Be Predlictaible. Ride in a straight
line and a Iways signal your move s
toothers.

Class I Path - Off-street path for
bicycles and p edestrians

Class I Bilke Lane = On- street
bikeway separated from v ehicles
by lane stripin g

Class Il Bilke Route = On- street
bik eway shared with vehicles,
typically d esignated by bik e ro ute
signs and s harrow m arkin gs (see
image tothe left)

Class IV Separated Bikeway -
On- street bik eway p hysically
separated from vehiclesbycurbs
or other buffers.
